Why Change Factory Defuults?
Input Nosisal Voltoge (LEDs 1, 2, 3, and 10)

Replacing Batteries

Your UPS may have internal or external batteries depending on
which model you purchased. Both types of batteries are easily
replaced without turning the UPS off or disconnecting the load. The
following section explains how.

When to Replace Batteries

Communication Port Configurations

To estabiish communication between the UPS and a computer, plug
the optional UPS/Computer Interface Cable into the Comm. Port.
For best performance use only the factory-supplied cable and
software. The UPS operates normally if you do not use this port.
Pins 1 and 2 operate in two modes. The first mode is Basic-Alarms
mode with AC fail alarm and output shutdown. The second mode is
Serial Data which is UPS Code I compliant.

The system always starts in Basic-Alarms mode. When serial data is
received at Pin 1, the function of Pin 1 and Pin 2 changes to Serial
Data mode.

When the interface cable (optional) is plugged into the communica-
tion port, the UPS and the connected computer can communicate
about UPS operation, See Table 10, Communication Port Configura-
tion, for detailed information about each pin in the communication
port. The communication port is used in conjunction with power
management software.

The Network Transient Protector, located on the rear panel, has two
slots labeled IN and OUT. This feature accommodates a single RJ-
45, 10BaseT, network connector.

Low voltage models also have modem protection (RJ-11) that allows
a connection to a standard public telephone line to protect modems,
fax machines, or other telecommunications equipment. As with
most popular modem equipment, it is not advisable to use this jack
in digital PBX (Private Branch Exchange) environments. Connect the
input jack of the equipment you are protecting to the slot Iabeled
IN. Connect the output jack to the slot labeled OUT. The UPS
operates normally whether or not you use this feature.
